It will take us on a 545-metre
ride up through the World Heritage Listed rainforest of the Jamison
Valley. Our final adventure at Scenic World is to join the Scenic Skyway
to take the journey 270m above ancient ravines and dazzling waterfalls.
Returning to our accommodation we stop at the village of Hartley. The
