The historic brewery was built
in 1865 while Beechworth was at the height of the Gold Rush. The site was
chosen because a natural spring occurred here and the pure water has
been used in all the beverages to this day, known now as Snowline Pure Mountain Spring Water. During the

i = 1920's due to the intervention of a temperance group the production of beer
ceased, although Stout continued to be made for another 30 years. It was at
this time a soft drink and cordial factory was started. Today they specialise in
turn of the century gourmet cordial mixers of long forgotten flavours made to
. time honored recipes and methods, we enjoy a tasting here before making
our way to the Milawa gourmet region, starting at Brown Brothers Vineyard
who have been making wine in this region since
1889. We have a wine tasting here and lunch
before visiting Milawa Mustards for a tasting, housed in the beautiful “Old
Butcher Shop” in Milawa, they produce a range of 12 seeded mustards
ranging from Mild Honey mustard to Hot Chilli mustard. All Milawa Mustards
products are handmade on the premises, thus preserving the quality of this
authentic cottage industry. Leaving the area, we return to our hotel for time
to freshen up before dinner.

Day 4 (BD): BRIGHT AUTUMN LEAVES FESTIVAL

The Bright Autumn Festival is a ten-day celebration of the wonderful
autumn colours and autumn produce of the valleys of Victoria's Alpine
High Country. We meet our local guide for a town tour of Bright before we
enjoy the festivities. We are lucky enough to be here for the highlight of
the festival — the Rotary Gala Day! So, we can enjoy the markets, bands
and entertainment at our leisure followed this afternoon by the Grand
Parade, the highlight of the festival! We make a time and meet up to

return to our hotel for the evening.
